Barry Walsh: Over 50 years’ commitment
to St Andrew’s Club’

Barry Walsh was one of the members carrying the St Andrew's
banner at the Club’s 100th anniversary in Westrminster Abbey, and
will be there in November for the 150th. He credits the Club for
introducing him to the theatre, camping, football coaching, and a
wiorld beyond his early Pimlico home in Lillington Street. Barry says
that, tagether, his home and the Club gave him a clear sense of the
‘right thing fo do.’

Barry was o young member representative on the manogement
commiftee in the 1960s; became the Under 165 football coach; and,
starting in 1992, has served the Club as Chair on three occasions for
a total of some 15 years.

Asked what he is
proudest of, Barry thinks and then modestly responds that he feels
that | helped keep things going.”
